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The ultimate goals of a comprehensive settlement to the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict are,
as they are related to each other, the return to Azerbaijan of seven districts: Agdam, Fizuli,
Jebrail, Zangelan, Kubatly, Kelbajar and Lachin, provided that a corridor connecting Armenia
with Nagorno-Karabakh is preserved, a determination of the final legal status of Nagorno-
Karabakh, by holding under UN or OSCE sponsorship a nationwide vote that will embody a
free expression of will by entire population of Nagorno-Karabakh within a time period agreed
by sides that is legally binding in accordance with the norms and principles or international law
taking into consideration that the formulation of the question or questions to be asked during
the voting should not be limited and could cover the full range of status options; complete
normalization of political. trade. economic. humanitarian. and other ties in the region. a

restoration of neighborly cooperation; and ensuring overali stability in the South Caucasus.
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2. Settlers will leave the territories of the five districts indicated in para | with the
support of the international community. Azerbaijan civil authorities will enter the indicated
territories after deployment of the IPKFs and relocation from those districts of the troops
currently stationed there. IPKFs will be deployed on the administrative boundary of the former
NKAO [Nagorno-Karabakh Autonomous Oblast] except for the parcel of land that contains the

Kelbajar and Lachin districts. Kelbajar district will stay under transitional OSCE monitoring.
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6. At the same time as the measures set forth above are being implemented, until the

resolution of the final status NK will have an interim status that will ensure the organization of

full scale daily activities of Nagorno-Karabakh.
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
